1. Call to Order 

Wayne Bell called the meeting to order and welcomed those in attendance, and asked those wishing to speak 

to use the provided microphone. 

 

2. Election of Chair and Secretary for this Congregational Meeting 

 Betsy Ann Gynane nominated nancy Hawthorne and Sandy Hill as Co-Chairs.  Seconded by Fred Batley. 

Passed. 

 Ron Horton nominated Shelley Baptie as Secretary.  Seconded by Margaret Borland.  Carried. 

 Nancy Hawthorne thanked Wayne Bell for his work chairing in 2008.  It was a busy time for St. James United 

Church. 

 

3. Corrections/Amendments to Annual Report 2008 

 Page 4 of the Annual Report for 2008, Item #2, “…Rolufs be chairperson for the meeting.”  Add 

“Congregational”. 

 Page 4 of the Annual Report for 2008, Item #5, “Congregational Life:” should read “Floris Weiss and Bert 

Weiss.” 

 Page 5 of the Annual Report for 2008, Item #10, “Appreciations.”  Should be amended to include staff

 Page 1 of the August 27, 2008 Congregational Meeting, last paragraph, “…Carried.  Elizabeth…” amend to 

include surname, “Stillman”. 

 

MOVED by Ron Horton and seconded by Fred Batley that the Annual Report for 2008 and the Minutes of the 

Congregational Meeting August 27, 2008 be accepted, with corrections.  Carried. 

 

5. Auditor’s Report 

 Fred Batley and Bob Heron remarked of how impressed they are in regards to how Treasurer Shannon Lynch 

kept the financial records of St. James United Church.  The statements are very detailed and correct.   

 

MOVED by Fred Batley, seconded by Bob Heron to accept report as submitted.  Carried 

 

6. Nominations Committee – Lynda Parker 

 Sandy Hill has withdrawn from Stewards/Property & Finance Committee. 

 Thanks to all congregation members who took positions of the various committees. 

 Bruce Coulter has withdrawn from the Christian Education Committee. 
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 Margaret Borland nominated Wayne Bell into the Worship, Membership, Mission & Service Committee.  

Seconded by Ruth Dwyer. 

 Fred Batley volunteered to move from the Worship, Membership, Mission & Service Committee to the 

Stewards/Property & Finance Committee. 

 Ministry & Personnel new members are Roxanne Murduff and Bob Heron. 

 

MOVED by Lynda Parker to close nominations for 2009, with the above changes.  Seconded by Elizabeth 

Stillman.  Carried. 

 

7. Financial Report – Shannon Lynch, Treasurer 

The Treasurer went through all of the Financial Report documents in the Annual Report for 2008. 

Shannon Lynch moved that the Financial Report be accepted as printed.  Seconded by Dale White.  Carried. 

Nancy Hawthorne thanked Shannon Lynch for her hard work in keeping St. James United Church’s finances straight.  

It is an enormous task that she does very well. 

 

8. Budget for 2009 – Shannon, Lynch, Treasurer 

 The Salaries & Benefits of paid personnel is now broken down to show what is being spent in detail, as 

requested by Ministry & Personnel.  There is a 2.2% increase on personnel costs this year. 

 St. James United Church will have lower expenses this year as the 100
th
 Anniversary is completed. 

 A significant loss in rental fees paid by the New Horizons Band is going to impact our budget greatly.  Dale 

White told us the Band’s leaving could not be blamed on anything the Church did, but rather that the New 

Horizon Band found another venue at a lower rental fee. 

 It was discussed how the Church can make up the loss of rental fees caused by the New Horizons Band 

departure.  As a congregation we must look for new uses for our building space. 

 

MOVED by Shannon Lynch that the 2009 Budget and the 2008 Annual Financial Report be accepted as 

presented.  Seconded by Betsy Ann Gynane.  Carried. 

 

9.  Nominations and Election of Auditors 

 Fred Batley and Bob Heron accepted the request that they remain as Auditors for 2009. 

 

MOVED by Betsy Ann Gynane to keep Fred Batley and Bob Heron as Auditors for 2009.  Seconded by Wayne 

Bell.  Carried. 

 

10. Search Committee – Bob Heron 

“Your Search Committee have been working hard together for the past 4 months, working through the Joint 

Search Manual process.  Our application deadline date was January 31
st
, 2009.  We received 16 applications 

and at our last meeting, February 3
rd

, 2009, we were able to reduce our review to eight applicants, which at 

our next meeting, February 9
th
, 2009, we will be evaluating and selecting the applicants that we want to 

interview further. 

 

As you can see we have a lot of research and work ahead of us. 

 

I would also like to thank the Search Committee for their dedication and we look forward to the search ahead 

for our new minister.” 

 

The Search Committee consists of: Bob Heron, Chair; Shirley Rolufs, Corresponding Secretary; Ruth Dwyer, 

Recording Secretary; Molly James; Jim Lowes; Wayne Dominick; Peter Floyd.  Presbytery Representatives:

11. Appreciation – Shirley Rolufs

Shirley Robertson, Music Director; Lynda Parker, Sunday Custodian. 
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 Thank you to Susan Porteous for her piano work. 

 

12. New Business 

 The Official Board has decided to change the method for organizing the Nominating Committee.  The Chairs 

of the various committees will join to form the Nominating Committee as they will have a clearer picture of 

how many members are needed for their groups.  Finding replacements for retired members should be more 

efficient this way. 

 Bruce Coulter brought up the problem of having only one person who knows how to run the PowerPoint 

system on Sundays.  He requested volunteers come forward to learn how, and estimated it will take a half 

hour of training.  The following people volunteered to learn the computer program:  Margaret Borland; Molly 

James; Dale White; Shelley Baptie. 

 

MOVED by Marney Horton that the Choir Report could be included with the Worship Committee’s rather than 

keeping it as its own group.  Seconded by Lynda Parker.  Carried. 

 

13. Motion for Adjournment and Benediction 

 Reverend Paul Grassie moved for adjournment of the February 8, 2009 Congregational Meeting. 

 Reverend Paul Grassie closed the meeting with a benediction.

Congregational Meeting 

Wednesday, June 14, 2009 
 

Reverend Grassie called the congregational meeting to order at 10:30 a.m. and provided a brief overview of the 

format of the meeting. 

  

The first item of business on the agenda was the Steward and Trustees Presentation regarding church renovations.  

Over the past year it has become evident that there is work to be done in the church and that it must be addressed in 

the near future.  Reverend Grassie introduced Dale White who addressed the congregation at this time.  

 

Dale advised of required repairs to the concrete sidewalks at the front and east side of the church, as well as the 

staircase siding onto Aylmer Street.  Dale indicated that over the past one and a half years the board has worked to get 

quotes for this work and it has been difficult to get contractors who would actually commit to quote.   

 

Dale presented a slide show coordinated by Bruce Coulter that illustrated the condition of the stairs.  He indicated that 

the City identified the poor condition of the stairs as an issue several years ago.  Therefore, the stairs have been 

identified as an emergency exit only for several years.  Options for the stairs included to remove and replace the 

existing stairs to the same build specification, or to breakdown and overlay the existing stairs with a wood/plastic 

product stair case and use for emergency purposes only.   

 

Upon further investigation it was determined the staircase will need to be removed, excavated and replaced, as there is 

leakage into the basement.  Five requests for quote were sent to local concrete companies and only two contractors 

responded.  There was a $30,000 difference between the two bids.  The recommended quote includes rebar and 

concrete to finish the steps and walkway.  Dale noted we will get the GST back for the work if completed in 2009.  

 

The lowest quote received for the work on the east staircase is:  

$3,400 + $170 GST for a total of $3,570  

 

The next quote was for the sidewalks at the front of the church.  The sidewalks have been cracked since the brick 

work was completed approximately five years ago.  The same company bid on the sidewalk work to remove existing 

concrete, add gravel, reform and re-pour concrete with expansion joints.   

 

The quote for this work is:  

$7,650 + $382.50 GST for a total of $8,032. 50  

 

Therefore, the total for all concrete work as follows: 

$11,050 + $552.50 GST for a grand total for all concrete work of $11,602.50 

 

Discussion regarding the condition of the roof was the next item on the agenda.  Dale acknowledged the roof(s) are a 

significant project, but necessary due to condition.  The roof is leaking inside and out.  The drains outside the church 

were removed years ago and may have contributed to the issue of leakage.  

The gymnasium roof is 3,750 square feet.  The board recommends a flat rubber roof.  It would be 60 gauge ETM 

made by Firestone.  This rubber roof comes with a five year warranty, plus a 10 year manufacturing warranty and a 

20 year warranty against breakdown of materials as provided by Firestone.  There will be insulation installed under 

the new roof as well.  Currently, there is little to no insulation in the roof.   

 

Total cost for the roof over the gymnasium is: 

$21,000 + $1,050 GST for a total of $22,050  
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Flat roofs will also be required over certain sections of the addition where Sunday school rooms, etc., are located.  

Three inches of insulation will be added to this roof.  This roof is recommended as a rubber roof and will be subject to 

the same warranty policy as mentioned above.   

 

The total cost for this roof is:  

$17,500 + $875GST for a total of $18,375 

 

The roofing company also reviewed the condition of the slope roof of the church while on site and advised that it is in 

very poor condition, with shingles missing and places where the roof is fully exposed.   The slope roof is 14,000 

square feet.  A forty year fibreglass shingle is recommended for this roof, as tar shingles are slowly moving to 

extinction.  Ice and water shield will be put down before the fibreglass shingles are installed.  The eaves have already 

been removed. The contractor would ensure all loose boards are re-nailed as necessary prior to the install of the ice 

and water shield; however, this would be at an extra cost.  This preparation work will contribute to the five year water 

tight warranty.  

 

The total cost for the slope roof is: 

$38,065 + $2,035.50 GST for a total of $40,100.50 

 

Therefore, the grand total for all roofing costs is:  

$78,065 + $4,034.50 GST for a grand total of $82,099.50 

 

The trustees have met to discuss the work as outlined above.  Due to the issues of bare wood in specific areas of the 

roof and leaking it is imperative that all roofing be addressed as soon as possible.  The company recommended 

specialized in flat roofs.   

 

The next item on the agenda was the sanctuary refurbishment of carpeting.  Dale advised that the ripples in the carpet 

make it difficult to walk on and that the carpet has been “stretched” several times to address this issue.  We cannot 

stretch the carpet again.   

 

The board reviewed four different ideas and quotes and offers the suggestion of a linoleum product that appears to 

look like flooring.  It is expensive but durable.  This product is known as “marmoly or marmoleum” and will last for 

one hundred years.  This flooring would be installed in the narthex and under the pews, with carpet running down the 

aisles.  The carpeting recommended for the aisles is “trapeze industrial carpet” and will be glued down.   

 

The cost for the carpet is: 

$12,508.75  + $625.40 GST for a total cost of $13,134.15  

 

The challenge is to ensure that the floor is level between the carpet and the new flooring to avoid slippage.  Therefore, 

a subfloor will be required.   

 

The cost for the sub-floor and “marmoleum” flooring is:  

$19,047.69 + $952.42 for a total cost of $20,000.11  

 

Grand total for all flooring costs is:  

$31,556.46 + $1,577.82 GST for a grand total of $33,134.23 

Dale noted that all work would need to be completed during 2009 in order to be able to recover the GST portion of 

the project, prior to the harmonization of GST and PTS in 2010.   

 

Dale then summarized all of the work for the stairs, sidewalks, roofs and interior carpet and flooring into one cost 

summary as follows:  

$120,668.41   + $6,164.32 for a grand total of $126,832.73 

 

Al Millett, Board of Trustees then addressed the congregation and made a brief presentation.  Al advised it is his role 

to determine how we might pay for the work required.  He advised in May 2009, the board met to discuss the needs of 
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this renovation and at that time struck a committee to campaign for the same entitled “Project 101”, as it is the one 

hundred and first anniversary of the church.   

In order to pay for this project in 2009 we will need to borrow from the bank, via a line of credit.  We will then 

campaign to recoup the costs through gifts of money, weekly donations, donations specifically marked to the 

“building fund “ on the offering envelope, through fundraising, memorials and any other initiatives with merit.   

 

Al advised we have already received some significant donations for this project during the past three weeks as 

follows:  Foskett bequest at $1,572; Drain bequest at $16,000; the building fund currently holds $19,000; in the 

amount of $1,298.00 and a recent anonymous donation of $20,000.  In summary, there is a total of $40,818 to date 

available for this project.   

 

Al then presented the following motion:  

 

Moved by Al Millett Seconded by Betsy Ann Gynane 

“That we carry out the needed repairs as outlined by Dale White and that we approach our financial 

institution to obtain funds to carry out the requirements of Project 101 and make repayment as soon as 

possible.” 

 

Al indicated we would obtain a low interest loan and would only draw the funds we need for the project. 

Questions and comments were then taken from the congregation regarding the project and the funding proposal, 

summarized as follows: 

a) Congregation members indicated the installation of a $90,000 elevator several years ago was paid for within 

one year.   

b) There was some concern regarding a holdback on the project.  Dale White confirmed we will follow the 

legislation of the Construction Lien Act, R.S.O. 1990, and holdback the appropriate funds.   

c) Members wished to know if the work had already been awarded.  Dale assured the congregation that the 

work has not been awarded and that all information regarding the bids and names of contractors will be 

held in confidence until the award.  The quotes are firm and good for ninety-days and if the congregation 

supports the resolution we will attempt to start as soon as possible.  Several members of the congregation 

remarked that the prices quoted appeared to be a fair amount for the scope and detail of the work 

required.   

d) There was a question regarding the repair of any water damage on the flat roofs and Dale confirmed this 

would be completed as part of the contract work on the flat roofs.   

e) The possibility of a metal roof was also discussed; however, it was advised it is too cost prohibitive as metal 

roofing would triple the cost of the roof. 

f) There was concern expressed that there is a $30,000 difference between the lowest quote for all concrete 

work and the second bid.  Dale indicated his confidence in the recommended company for the concrete 

work, advising they have been in business for over fifty years and is reputable.    

g) It was asked whether there is money in reserves to pay for this work and Al advised that we have $52,000 in 

restricted reserves and $30,00 from the manse.  Al also indicated that grants were requested from 

presbytery and through other government grants, but both were denied.  Betsy Anne Gynane, as presbytery 

representative, provided an update on this request indicating that because there was not a formal 

resolution in place from the congregation at the time the funding was requested, the funding was denied 

per presbytery policy.   

h) Other questions were asked regarding Trillium grants; however, Dale White advised the United Church 

cannot utilize Trillium grants as one source of the Trillium grant money is gaming proceeds.  
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Discussion was closed on Project 101.  Reverend Grassie clarified that all members of the congregation could vote on 

the motion.  A standing vote on the motion was taken and a majority vote in the affirmative received. Therefore, the 

motion carried.  

 

Reverend Grassie thanked the congregation for their support and confidence in this vital project.  He then extended a 

thank you to Dale and Al for their presentation and their guidance in these important renovations.  Al made closing 

remarks and thanked Dale for the many hours of work he has dedicated to this project.  Dale also extended a thank 

you to Bruce Coulter for the valuable pictorial presentation. 

 

Reverend Grassie then provided some background information regarding incoming Reverend Julie van Haaften.  He 

advised that the employment terms of service were approved by presbytery, but turned down at the conference.  

Approximately two years ago presbytery recommended the utilization of a centralized payroll system provided by 

Automatic Data Processing Inc. (ADP).  St. James Church voted down the use of centralized ADP system for the 

incoming Minister as they prefer to utilize the existing payroll system and are confident in the services of our 

financial treasurer.  As the conference denied approval of the terms of service for Reverend van Haaften without ADP 

services in place, two emergency meetings of the St. James Executive Board were called to address this issue.  

 

Reverend Grassie then called on Nancy Hawthorne as representative of the Executive Board to address the 

congregation regarding this issue.  Nancy expressed the concern of the Board to be forced to move to a centralized 

payroll system, as St. James has a strong preference to continue to pay our staff directly.  However, a quick decision 

on this issue was needed in order to ensure the commencement of our new minister and so with mixed feelings the 

Executive Board asked that Nancy present the following motion to the congregation.  

 

Moved by Nancy Hawthorne Seconded by Jim Lowes 

“That very reluctantly and under great duress we at St. James Church agree to utilize the ADP centralized payroll 

system for the incoming minister Julie van Haaften to commence her duties on July 1, 2009.” 

 

The motion was then opened to the floor for discussion and the following comments were made: 

a) It was expressed that some members feel unduly forced to make this decision and wished to know if legal 

action could be taken.  Advice was provided that the cost and timeline to address such an issue through 

legal means would far exceed the approximate annual cost of $350 for the payroll services and would leave 

Reverend van Haaften in a poor position.   

b) This is an issue from the conference not the presbytery and perhaps the conference representatives might 

wish to further comment on the decision.  Nancy Hawthorne, as Executive representative advised that the 

Board did contact the conference representatives and also contacted head office in Toronto completing 

their due diligence on this issue in the short timeline permitted, but as of today have met with no success.   

c) Information was provided that Young’s Point and Lakefield churches were also told they were to change to 

the ADP system without recourse or consideration.  Nancy reiterated that many churches have commenced 

a recruitment process for a new minister, only to find out upon completion that they must join the 

centralized system.   

d) It was acknowledged by the congregation that there is an additional and unnecessary cost involved in 

centralized payroll; however, in this age it just seems to be a way of doing business.  

e) Information was provided that in June 2009 the United Church of Canada will address in general churches 

not utilizing the ADP system; so perhaps more information on this issue will be forthcoming in the near 

future.  Nancy indicated perhaps we could review the issue as it pertains to St. James Church after we hear 

from the United Church of Canada.   

f) The congregation was assured that ADP will not receive our banking information.  Only the account number 

required to pay Reverend van Haaften will be provided to ADP, all other financial transactions will be 

“business as usual” for St. James.   
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The congregation decided to support an amendment to the motion, to soften the words of “duress and reluctance”, but 

will continue to be vocal regarding aversion to the forced implementation of a centralized payroll system.   

 

An amendment to the motion was presented at this time. 

 

Moved by Wayne Bell  Seconded by Jim Lowes 

 

That the words “very reluctantly and under great duress” be struck and replaced with “after great 

consideration”. 

 

Minister Grassie called for a standing vote on the amendment.  The amendment carried with a majority.  

 

The congregation then returned to address the main motion as amended:  

 

“That very reluctantly and under great duress after great consideration we at St. James Church agree to utilize 

the ADP centralized payroll system for the incoming minister Julie van Haaften to commence her duties on 

July 1, 2009.” 

 

Minister Grassie called for a standing vote on the main motion as amended.  The motion as amendment carried with a 

majority.  

 

Nancy Hawthorne then presented another motion to the congregation that was also made at a recent Executive Board 

meeting. 

 

Moved by Nancy Hawthorne  Seconded by Frank Lamoureux 

 

“That we at St. James Church remain strongly opposed to a centralized payroll system and will work with 

other pastoral charges to get this policy changed”. 

 

Reverend Grassie expressed that it may be difficult to compel the presbytery to dissolve a policy once implemented.  

He indicated there are steps being taken to try to engage them in dialogue regarding this issue.  However, we do not 

wish to prolong this issue or drag Reverend van Haaften into the situation.  He did acknowledge some issues with the 

irregularity of payroll from ADP and indicated this needs to be satisfactorily addressed as well.   

 

There was a question regarding whether ADP is only a payroll system for Ministers.  Reverend Grassie responded it 

was his understanding they are working to move all payroll to be completed though ADP.   

 

There was a call from the congregation for the question to be put.  

 

Reverend Grassie called for a standing vote on the motion.   The motion carried with a majority.  

 

Reverend Grassie thanked the various committees for their hard work on the issues addressed at the meeting today 

and the excellent discussion and commitment to move forward on these issues and the projects required in the coming 

year.   

 

Moved by Karen Cronk,  Seconded by Lloyd Hill 

 

That this meeting of the congregation adjourn at 11:42 a.m.

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Board of Stewards-Property and Finance Committee 2009  
   

The Board of Stewards-Property and Finance Committee consist of a Chair, the Church Treasurer and six members of 

the Congregation. We had a very busy year in 2009 with five major renovation projects. 

 

1) Sanctuary/Narthex Flooring. The old carpet was removed and Whelan’s Flooring installed “marmoleum” in 

the Narthex and under the pews, and the aisles were carpeted with Canadian-made carpeting. The flooring 

cost $34,993.29. 

2) Sanctuary Lighting. Wiring and sockets were replaced and energy efficient bulbs installed. Sparkies Electric 

performed the work at a cost of $1,615.90. 

3) Narthex/Upper Hall/Stairwells. These areas were all repainted early in 2009 by Nick Carter Decorating, one 

of our renters. The cost of painting was offset by a donation of $2,683 from the St James Players. 

4) Sloped Roofs. All of the Church’s pitched/sloped roofs were re-shingled using Canadian-made shingles with 

a 40 year guarantee. Feeney Roofing performed the work at a cost of $44,838.10. 

5) Flat Roofs. This project is underway in January 2010. This job is also being completed by Feeney Roofing 

and the estimated cost is $41,998.60. 

6) Concrete Walks and Aylmer St Stairs. Russo Concrete of Peterborough was awarded the contract to 

replace the sidewalks at the front of the Church and the stairs on Aylmer Street (1908 entrance). The cost of 

this project was $11,602.50. Railings have to be installed. 

 

Our website is www.stjamesunitedchurch.ca and is updated regularly by our Church Secretary Tina Rouse. Along 

with current events Tina posts the weekly Bulletins on the website. 

 

The Stewards presented FYD-L-STX in concert. They are a fiddle band and the concert, aptly called Fiddling for the 

Roof was held on September 26
th
 2009. The concert raised over $1,700 for the Church. 

 

As we move into 2010 we have a new Treasurer, Ron Horton, as Shannon Lynch has stepped down after six years of 

service. We thank Shannon for her hard work and meticulous keeping of our books. 

 

We ended the year on a very sad note as we mourned the passing of Mrs. Nancy Hawthorne. Nancy served on the 

Board of Stewards for many years and was always available to assist in any project the Stewards were working on. 

We will miss her expertise, her smile and her devotion to St James.

was held to raise money ($420) for mural paint.  The Sunday School is using Workshop Rotation for the fourth year.  

As of December, enrolment was 29 children, with approx. 10-15 each Sunday.  The Jack Byers Award was not 

awarded. 

 A Christmas pageant called Jesusô Birthday Party was held on December 6
th
 during the Church service.  

About 30 children participated.  A Christmas party complete with Santa and goodie bags was held following the 

pageant.  Leftover goodie bags were donated to the Angel Tree. The CE committee sponsored a soup luncheon as a 

part of the Christmas celebration.  $108 was raised for the building fund. 

Parents have been able to drop their children off at 9:00 a.m. for a simple 

breakfast and active games in the gym before the worship hour.

There were 27 children enrolled as of 

December, with about 12-18 each day.

 March Break VBS turned out to be an intimate group of 5 or 6 children each day. Highlights included Soap 

Making, Seed Planting, and Gory Makeup. 

 Four weeks of Summer VBS ran July 20
th
 to 31

st
 and Aug. 10

th
 to 21

st
 with between 9 and 18 children each 

week.  $810 was collected from registration, $40 from donation.  The cost of the camp was approx. $300.  The 

balance was submitted to the treasurer.  Many of the craft supplies were left over and have been used in Sunday 

School. A University student, Madison Coppola, was hired using a grant from the Canada Student Summer Jobs 

Program.  The only expense that was not covered by the grant money was the WSIB contribution. 

 On December 5th, St James hosted a one day “Advent Adventures” VBS in partnership with George St. It 

was run for the most part by University Students from George St. United and Emmanuel United Church in Kingston. 

We had close to 30 kids, the majority from St. James. 

 In 2009 the CE committee began a much needed purge of library materials.  The goal is to update the 

selection of books available and provide more spiritually-based material and less “general reading”.  Although 

donations to the library are greatly appreciated, we do ask the congregation to keep this in mind when dropping off 

donations to the library.  We are also looking forward to some materials being lent to us from Reverend van Haaften’s 

collection.  A new purchase was the movie Fireproof. 

 There have been 300-500 flyers advertising events on three separate occasions to the homes in the 

neighborhood.  There are also flyers available at the Church and at functions such as the UCW Bazaar. 

 CE continues to invite new people to join and enthusiastically welcomes volunteers, as they are greatly 

needed as our numbers continue to grow.

The Board of Trustees held six meetings with the majority of members in attendance.  Three of these meetings (April 

29, May 21 and June 8) were combined meetings of the Board of Stewards and Board of Trustees, held to discuss 

necessary repairs and renovations to our building and property.  In the June 8 meeting, the members in attendance 

(eight trustees and five stewards) were unanimous in the decision to complete all repairs in 2009 recognizing the 

need, as well as annual price increases to be expected and the GST 5% tax to increase to a harmonized 13% tax in 

July 2010. 

 A special Congregational Meeting was held June 14 where approval to proceed was given. 

 Peterborough Presbytery approval was requested July 20 and received July 29. 

 The flooring in the Sanctuary, the shingling of the Sanctuary roof, the Romaine Street sidewalk replacement 

and the Aylmer Street concrete steps and entrance have all been completed.  Re-roofing of the flat roofs over they 

gym and Sunday School rooms, built in 1965, are presently nearing completion. 

 Repair costs originally calculated at $126,836 have, due to various additional items determined during 

construction, increased to nearly $136,000. 

 The work undertaken by many persons is very much appreciated.  Donations as made by congregation, 

organizations, benefits and friends have resulted in substantial and almost overwhelming reductions in our 

indebtedness.  A special thank you to all. 

 A bequest received from the Estate of the late Kenneth Drain, a member of our congregation, of $16,000 has 

been applied to these costs and is hereby gratefully acknowledged. 

 Trust Fund GICs unallocated amounted to $67,000.  Of this amount, $15,000 was used to cover the first year 

salary of our Youth Worker for the year September 2008 to August 2009. 

 Up to $47,000 of the Restricted Funds balance will be used to retire the remaining construction costs.  Similar 

to if borrowed from the bank, this amount must be replaced through further donations. 

 2009 has been a busy and successful year.

th
 year.  We have served breakfast to 

hungry kids every school day over this period of time.  The club has been operating at Keith Wightman School since 

2004. 

 The program is run by a volunteer staff of 45 people both men and women on rotating shifts throughout the 

week. 

 We are the only program within Peterborough County that serves a complete sit-down meal, this is working 

very well and in reality a unique program within the 43 programs offered throughout the county. 

 There have been two additions to our program this year.  Breakfast boxes containing vegetables, fruits, cheese 

and crackers are supplied to each classroom for a snack. These have been very much appreciated by staff and 

students.  Also, on Wednesday each classroom receives enough egg salad sandwiches for the students. 

Once again we served a full turkey dinner at Christmastime to the 250 students in the school, including a 

Christmas goody bag to each student.

Was an excellent production directed by Natalie Dorsett, who did a great job for her directing debut.  The 

cast were very enthusiastic and committed with a lot of newcomers. We are still having difficulty getting 

people for set painting, costumes, small props and advertising, and therefore the Production team was 

comprised of some of the Board of Directors, the Director, and producer had to do other jobs to ensure 

things were done and to make the show a big success.  

Wonderful Town- Fall 2009: 

This being not a well known show from the 1930s, we were not sure how the ticket sales would go. We still 

had problems trying to get a production crew in place and ended up being about two weeks behind with 

painting, costumes and advertising. We decided to go with 7 shows despite ticket sales being slow.  We 

participated in the IGO program for students who can purchase tickets at the door for $5 and we sold around 

150 of these tickets. Even though we cut back on the number of tickets to be sold at the St. James box office 

we were down in sales by 400 tickets, and about 800 at Showplace. Therefore we lost $11,000 in this 

production which is a first for the St. James Players, and can be contributed to the following: economy, 

H1N1, and not a well known show. We will be looking at doing a more popular show in 2010.
